Action Item Status Review

PORTFOLIO REPORTS

· The President welcomed everyone back for the new Navy League year.  He reminded everyone of the upcoming Change of Command  and ceremony.

· The President described where matters stood re the Change of Command: financial authority has been transferred to the Commanding Officer; and the  DND turnover is yet to be done.

· The President stated that he wanted to carry out a budget review with the Treasurer.
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· He reminded the Board the first Tag Day for the new year would take place on October 2.
· The President reported that over the summer the Sailing Program unfortunately did not qualify any CIC officers.  This engendered a discussion as to the possibility of finding another way to ensure such qualifications take place.  The question was asked whether the Navy League could run a program.  Steve Brough was asked by the President to determine options and to report back to the Board.

The Treasurer was absent – no report submitted.
Communications – Commanding Officer, NLCC Vice Admiral Kingsmill – Lt(NL) Steve Drury

· The Commanding Officer was absent – no report submitted.
VP Navy League Cadets – Jeff Woznow
· The Vice President reported that the Long Sault camp this summer was very successful with 77 NL cadets attending.  A boating course was held as well as a course on canoeing.  Also, all the cadets who took the power boating course were certified  Lt (NL) Green was certified as an instructor.  Of those cadets taking the First Aid Course 12 or 13 were successful.
· The VP Navy League cadets indicated that a thank you was to be extended to the Cornwall Branch of the Navy League.

· Next he reported on the Ontario Division Flotilla meeting that he attended representing the Ottawa Branch along with Bill Wilson (Flotilla Coordinator).  He stated that representing Division were Jim Qualtrough, Barry Bevan, Jim Galway and of course Bill Wilson.  The meeting was very successful.

· A matter of concern that the VP NL Cadets discussed with the Division President (Jim Qualtrough) was  the lack of DSOs within the system for the upcoming year.  This situation may lead to the VP Navy League Cadets for Ontario Division being directly responsible for the Corps and their Commanding Officers.  He expressed the difficulties he foresees if this comes to pass. After discussion it was decided that no formal action would be taken at this time.  Bill
Wilson will follow up and express these concerns at the next meeting 
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of the Ontario Division Board of Directors.
· The VP Navy League cadets reported that he had spoken to Barry Beven of Division regarding the need to work out a MOU between DND and the NL re prioritization of tasks. 
· He has been in communication with the people at Cartier Drill Hall and advised them that we will not be requesting use of their facility on a regular basis this year but that we will make requests to use it for Annual Reviews. He has also confirmed use of the Sprung Shelter at Dow’s Lake for use by both Corps.

· Discussion indicated a need for names of people for access to facilities.  The President tasked the VP with arranging for the use of the Wardroom by the Navy League.  He was also asked to draft a letter of thanks for the NL camp.  It was stated that DND provided modular tent(s) and radios for the camp and tables for the mess.  Special gratitude was expressed for the efforts of Lt(NL)Steve Drury.

· The Chairperson Scholarships and Awards  was absent – no report submitted.
Chairperson Volunteer Screening – Darren Knight

· The Chairperson gave a verbal report and submitted a written report which is copied below.

· As stated at the AGM, the Volunteer Coordinator is developing a spreadsheet that will track the status of volunteers and that status of volunteer screening requests.  As part of the set-up, both corps are asked to provide the names of volunteers that are currently active with each corp.  These can be sent via email to dljk@rogers.com.

· In a press release over the summer, the Ottawa Police have stated that volunteers applying for a police check will be required to submit fingerprints.  The police acknowledge that this new requirement may slow down the application process.  New volunteers needing police checks or current members doing renewals should contact the Volunteer Coordinator to determine how best to proceed.  In time-sensitive situations, it may be best to pay the fee and expedite processing.  For less urgent applications, the Volunteer Coordinator can provide an official request letter that will allow the fee to be waived.  The revised policy on police checks can be found at the following web site: http://www.rcmp-grc.gc.ca/cr-cj/fing-empr2-eng.htm.  The Ottawa Police site has been similarly amended to reflect the policy.
